n recent years, parachurch organizations and churches have been actively

promoting frontline evangelism. Due to population migration, we can easily
encounter colleagues and neighbors from different countries and cultures in
our daily lives and workplaces, presenting a true cross-cultural opportunity for
evangelism. However, at the same time, we must not forget the overseas
Chinese scattered in remote small towns and the unreached groups across the
globe.

CCM Canada has been participating in and promoting small-town missions
alongside churches for over thirty years. Furthermore, we not only hope for
believers from major cities to visit small towns but also encourage small-town
believers who have grown in their faith to venture even further, spreading the
Gospel to every corner of Canada. Additionally, we are grateful to witness the
fruits of missionary work of CCM USA and Canada in Costa Rica over these past
forty-plus years. This year marks the 40th anniversary of San Jose Chinese
Gospel Church, where we rejoice to see local brothers and sisters growing in
their spiritual lives, with believers stepping up to take on pastoral
responsibilities. Under the guidance of their pastors, there has been active
collaboration with missionaries and churches in Central and South America to
preach the Gospel to second-generation Spanish speakers. In February of this
year, they held a dedication retreat in Panama, where several young people
committed their lives to serving the Lord. Is this not the embodiment of CCM's
vision — Reaching the Chinese to Reach the World?

This year also marks the 45th anniversary of CCM Canada. We reaffirm our
commitment to creatively respond to the Gospel call in this era, alongside other
churches. We sincerely invite you to support and join our mission work.
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This year marks the 45th anniversary of CCM Canada. What reasons propelled
CCM to persist in promoting Small Town Mission (formerly as the BC Interior
Short-Term Mission) for over 40 years?

The reason is simple: CCM is willing to become a bridge for missions. Over the
past four decades, we have continuously made efforts to visit small towns,
mobilize churches and believers for outreach. Through the professional skills
and gifts of team members, we serve small towns and share the gospel of Christ.
We hope to see partnering churches being used by the Lord and experience the
joy of serving. Through our partnership, friends in various small towns can hear
the Gospel, believers can have stable worship, fellowship, and nourishment to
become disciples of the Lord and to take up the baton of proclaiming the
Gospel in towns further away.

We are grateful that our short-term voluntary mission teams and partner
churches can resume our small-town missions after the pandemic. We continue
to implement the following strategies:

1. Development: Explore the latest situation and needs of Chinese
communities in small towns and develop new outreach routes.

2. Mobilization: Encourage churches and believers to participate in our
mission teams, visiting friends and believers in various small towns
regularly throughout the year, and care for them continuously.

3. Partnership: Collaborate with local groups of believers and churches in
small towns to co-organize various gospel and training ministries
according to local conditions and needs.

4. Nurturing: Hold prayer meetings, lectures, and training before and after
outreach to prepare team members physically, mentally, and spiritually.

5. Children's Ministry: Prepare online gatherings for children in small towns,
with teachers leading in English through songs, games, Bible stories, and
sharing time.

We are committed to partnering with churches that share the same vision for
missions, to fulfill the Lord's mission together.
