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2 SMALL TOWN MISSION

The purpose of the Small Town Ministry is to let the Chinese in small
towns know that they are loved through visitation, care and
evangelistic meetings so that they can come to know Christ. CCM's
visitation network spans both coasts. In BC and the three Prairie
Provinces we have itinerary missionaries for the ministry.

BRITISH COLUMBIA

We collaborated with
a seminary for
students to have
practicum in small
towns in visitation and
leading Bible studies.
Vancouver co-workers
brought daily
necessities to people
affected by the wild
fire in BC. We met
some of the people
came to Vancouver for
relief and contacted
others via the internet
to show concern and
love. In August,
evangelistic meetings
and training program
"Who Is Christ?” were
held on Vancouver Island. Some accepted Christ and local believers
organized Bible study classes to continue the study of God's word. In
September, there was a vision sharing meeting in Vancouver to pass
on the torch for evangelism.

THE PRAIRIE PROVINCES

Three luncheon meetings in Calgary and Edmonton were held to co-
ordinate visitations. There were over 90 believers joining the visitation
teams. Our staff made special trips to visit churches in Manitoba and
Saskatchewan and 2 churches are planning to partner with CCM to do
small town visitation. In July, an annual evangelistic dinner "CCM
Night" for small town restaurant owners in Saskatoon was organized
with CCM Executive Director Thomas Tam as the keynote speaker. A
listening skills workshop was offered by the CCM Calgary Centre for
visitation teams from Edmonton & Calgary churches. It was well

received and also the first outreach work to Edmonton by the Calgary
Centre.
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The 40-Day Obadiah Fasting and Prayer Movement was held
simultaneously in CCM Centres across Canada from March 1to April 9.
Through Bible reading, supplication, and meditation we sought and
waited on God, upholding our society, churches, families and CCM's
ministries.

During festival seasons, all CCM centres held evangelistic meetings or
shared the Gospel in small groups. In Vancouver, a children's choir and
the Voice of Joy Christian Choir, both from Taiwan, sang in musical
evangelistic services, whereas the Toronto Centre invited artists
Anthony Chan and Agnes Chiang to lead a music sharing meeting. In
an evangelistic meeting co-sponsored by the Montreal CCM Centre
and two other churches, 12 seniors came to believe in the Lord and a
follow-up class for these new believers was arranged by the Centre.

» Vancouver: Cantonese worship on Tuesdays and Mandarin worship
on Wednesdays.

= Calgary: a series of monthly mini-retreats were started in August to
offer a time and place for believers to come and rest in God,
participants are mostly church leaders.

= Toronto: there are 8 Bible study groups for people of different
backgrounds and needs.

= Montreal: From December 2016 to July 2017, two levels of French
Bible studies were offered. The Green Olive Fellowship holds prayer
and Bible studies on Saturdays with 30-40 students in attendance.
Some of them have matured to become core leaders to help run
the fellowship and provide support to newcomers.
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# OVERSEA MISSION

YA SONG (CREATIVE ACCESS REGION)

Since furlough finished in May 2017, a new term has started. During
furlough, Ya Song had good communication and sharing with
brothers, sisters and pastors of different supporting churches. A new
husband-wife team joined and new training points opened up in 2017,
expanding the scope of the ministry and enabling CCM to have
intensive courses held in different locations. Ya Song is continuing to
go back and forth between both the front line and behind-the-scenes
work to motivate more co-workers and adjunct teachers to serve side
by side.

BRIAN & GLORIA CHENG (GUAYAQUIL, ECUADOR, SOUTH AMERICA)

Besides small groups at church and in a restaurant, two new groups for
ladies and men were started recently. In children ministry, test run of
several 3-hour special Sunday School classes were held. Three
outreach groups were set up in 2 zones for evangelistic purposes.
Thank God for the short term mission teams from N. America that
came to assist with the ministry.
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Most Centres organize
support groups for patients
with cancer, Parkinson, and
those recovering from brain
injuries. The group meetings
provide information related
to treatment, prevention and
care for the patients.
Volunteers follow up with
phone calls and visitations at
homes and hospitals to offer
holistic care and spiritual
healing. Many patients have
accepted the Lord.

Other services include:

= Vancouver: a seminar “Life and Death” focusing on euthanasia was
held to provide brothers and sisters with a better understanding of
death so that they would better understand God's will.

Christian Volunteer Training Courses for Caregivers of the Critically
Il are offered twice each year.

= Calgary: medical interpretation service is provided for non-English
speaking immigrants and seniors.

= Montreal: monthly acupressure massage service is provided for
those with special needs.

Both the Vancouver and Calgary Centres have set up support groups
for parents with special needs children. Through communication and
interactions, parents seek and share ways in raising their children and
in dealing with difficulties. Related services include:

= Vancouver: an information day on special needs children and youth
for Chinese families was held on June 3. There were 18 information
booths and 3 different workshops.
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= Calgary: a liaison program is provided for Chinese speaking families
to help them obtain services from mainstream organizations
effectively.  The Centre also successfully gained professional
accreditation in counselling from the Family Services for Children
with Disabilities Department for which interview fees with
counselees are fully covered.

There are services in all the CCM Centres for the caring of the elderly
through seminars, visitation, dining, singspiration, Bible study and
other small group activities. The purpose is to help seniors build up a
social network, facilitating their holistic development so that they may
enjoy their golden years, fulfilled and thankful.

Other services include:

= Calgary: a new Music Class for Seniors to Prevent Dementia was
started in July to encourage the seniors to play different music
instruments, to sing with creative lyrics and play musical games.

= Toronto: trained volunteers care for inactive seniors by phone.

= Montreal: The "Love From Above” community caring initiative held
twice each year had experienced volunteers joining hands with

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young family fellowships from 3 churches to visit seniors who lived
by themselves. Many seniors came to know the Lord and accepted
Him as Savior.

During the frigid months of January to March, the Centre offered
haircutting, moving, house-keeping & grocery shopping services to
seniors who are homebound due to medical conditions.
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MEAPEELS

Women programs are available at the Vancouver, Montreal and
Toronto centres, offering seminars on holistic well-being, social
livelihood, general knowledge, and family life. Other programs
included cooking demonstration and celebration of festivals. Other
services include:

= Vancouver: 10 group leaders are being trained to provide services
to Mandarin speaking single-mothers.

= Calgary: groups and courses for widows and the bereaved.

Last November, the Vancouver Centre collaborated with the Alliance
Bible Seminary Centre of Canada to conduct a four-day certificate
course on the Gospel of Matthew. Co-sponsoring with Christian
Contemplative Spirituality Institute, a retreat with the related theme
was later held. A 5-month reading club was started in June 2017, and a
camp for exchanging ideas is to be held at the end of the club.

Men's New World is meeting regularly each week with this year's
theme, “Truth and Humility”. A seeker's group was also started to
share the Gospel with participants.

Societal and technology advances are creating great impacts on
interpersonal relationships, including those on the family, marriage,
parents and children, leading to the rising demand for counselling.

In addition, all centres are
committed to arranging for different activities and courses with the
aim of building up solid families to counter the adverse effects of
society. Because of the two-prong approach, family relationships have
been rebuilt and people are made whole. Other related services
include:

= Vancouver: positive parenting courses, prayer groups and reading
clubs are organized for participants.

= Calgary: gambling counselling is provided and related pamphlets
are displayed in 8 casinos with the permission of Alberta Gaming &
Liguor Commission.

= Toronto: parent & child reading club and activities such as "Walk
Alongside"” for families with children 4-12 years old are organized.

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CCM helps new immigrants to integrate to society through different
community education and training programs. We also collaborate
with immigration organizations such as MOSAIC and S.U.C.C.ES.S. in
Vancouver and Immigrant Service in Calgary to provide information
seminars to help them settle in.

= Vancouver: a one-stop style Safety and Security Living Fair was held
at the Aberdeen Centre, Richmond, to provide information on
home safety, contingency and preparatory measures in case of
emergencies such as earthquakes and fires. CCM Canada becomes
the first Chinese organization to partner with the Red Cross of
Canada. Our role is to offer Chinese certification courses in first-aid
and heighten the awareness and response of disaster relief in the
Chinese community.

= Calgary: partnering with the OtherHalf Chinese Stem Cell Initiative
and Calgary Chinese Alliance Church to hold a 2-day Stem Cell
Drive. On the first day were two lectures and a volunteer training
session with 27 people attending. 50 people registered as donors
on the second day.

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In March & April a free income tax filing service was offered to low
income people with the collaboration of the Calgary Chinese
Alliance Church.

Toronto: in partnership with several local churches and
organizations, a CCM Family Fun Day & Road Show was held at the
stage of Oriental Square where the new CCM Centre is located.
More than 300 people attended the activities.

= Montreal: the Centre provides services to those who do not speak

English and French such as filling government forms and
interpretation. A Government and Welfare Inquiry Station was also
set up. Complimentary income tax filing was offered to low income
seniors in March and April.

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A wide variety of interest classes are offered at all the CCM Centres to
provide a relaxed learning platform for people to learn new skills and
get to meet others with similar interests. These classes include ESL,
guitar, calligraphy & painting, line dance, choir, Tai Chi, stretching,
crafts, use of computers & cell phones, tea tasting, gardening, food

safety and first-aid certification courses, etc.
