though most of our in-person and visitations have stopped during the

pandemic, our use of online media to provide community care and to
develop mission strategies have been expedited. In response to the physical,
emotional, social, and spiritual needs of our neighbours near and far, besides
arranging online groups and providing training and caring locally, all our ministries
and our six centres across Canada have collaborated to host various national
seminars and events. We have indeed reached and served further and broader
through online events—to people and friends living in many cities and towns
across Canada, as well as in Central and South America, Europe, Asia and even
Africa.

As the community reopens after the pandemic, we will continue building up
believers and proclaiming the Gospel through halistic care. We will go deeper into
the community, walk alongside our neighbours, and encourage believers to join
with us in mission and make disciples of our Lord.
